 Life Festival won Best Dance Festival at the Irish Festival Awards 2009, and where 
nominated in the Top 10 Best Small Festivals in Europe of 2009. Life is an under 5000 capacity 
event, allowing for a more personable experience, visited by dance music and free spirited 
aficionados from all around the world. Life Festival is known as one of "Europe’s best 
underground electronic festivals" and will celebrate its fifth anniversary in June 2010.

Mad Professor, the true pioneer in the art of dub, over the past 30 years 
inspired the development of a large portion of the electronic music, we 
know and love today. A disciple of Lee “Scratch” Perry, Mad Professor was 
one of the leading producers in dub reggae’s second generation. He is a 
prolific producer of nearly 200 albums and has collaborated with reggae 
artists such as Sly and Robbie, Pato Banton, and Jah Shaka, not to 
mention some very well known artists from the electronic genre, such as 
Sade, Massive Attack, and The Orb. Having earned the name ‘Mad 
Professor’ at school for his skills and enthusiasm for technology, Neil 
Fraser has created a league of his own in his reliance on synthesized 
sounds; religiously incorporating bleeps and whirs before blending them 
with live instruments, such as guitar, bass, and keyboards.

THE JAPANESE POPSTARS LIVE
The Japanese Popstars are well on their way to becoming Britain’s hottest 
live dance outfit. They exploded onto the scene in 2008, with a debut 
album that received heavy praise from The Guardian, Word, Artrocker, 
NME, Clash, Popjustice, Mixmag, DJ, Radio 1, XFM, and many more, with 
critics hailing them as the rightful heirs to Underworld, Chemical Brothers, 
and Orbital.
